COMBERTON BADMINTON CLUB - Team Captain Responsibilities 

1. To ensure that team members are aware of current league rules. A copy of the rules will be handed to you, or can be found in our badminton box.

2. Check team members availability at least one wk before a match, two wks for Friday / Saturday matches. Teach your team to tell you  when they will be unavailable in advance  it will save you a lot of  stress!!

3. ALL matches on Match Sheet are fixed unless Martin tells you otherwise or you are phoned directly by a representative of the team you are playing prior to the match date.

4. Liaise with Selectors on replacement if a regular team member is not available. Under League rules, a player may play up as often as required except that the total matches played must not exceed the number of his/her scheduled matches plus two. Make sure all your players know this rule.

5. For home matches - ensure players are available at 7pm to set up nets and START play at 7.10pm. At least TWO pairs must be available at this time. Opposition are entitled to claim games if play starts 20mins after the requested starting time, in our case 7.10pm. Any unplayed games at the end of the evening are similarly claimed by the visiting team. WE NOW FINISH AT 10PM!

6. For away matches please ensure that enough pairs are available at the start times, plus check on travel arrangements. Numbers of pairs required at the start time can be found on the fixture list.

7. Completion of the score sheet – always forward results to Martin – win or loose!

8. Electronic score card submission. Match results are now electronically delivered to the appropriate league secretary (see instruction sheet). Spreadsheet available. 

9. Supervising the supply and use of shuttles for home matches and collecting them at the end of the evening.

10. Organizing the supply of refreshments for home matches. Ensure refreshments are offered to the opposition.

11. MAKE SURE ALL MEMBERS OF THE TEAM DO WASHING UP! NETS ETC ARE SECURELY PUT AWAY AT END OF THE EVENING.

12. Collection of match fees from the team members and passing on to the treasurer, Richard Waters. Match Fees 09/10  Juniors £1.50, Adults £3.00 Vets matches £2.00. These fees are for home and away matches.. Please detail the matches played on paper record supplied and attached to a cheque in Dec and April.

13. As a captain you will be the point of contact for the match secretary. If you do not play please let the match secretary know who is acting as captain for that match, in case there are last minute cancellations. Make sure that acting captains are aware of the above responsibilities. Match fees remain the responsibility of the full time captain.
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
